Russian-Polish linguist J. Baudouin de Courtenay about cultural and national self-identification

The famous comparative linguist and dialectologist |.A. Baudouin de Courtenay (1845-1929) repeatedly referred in
his publicistic works to national questions, considering nationality as «one of the essential constituents of cultural self-
determination». He found the basic principle of national identification in self-identification, «free will» of each individual, at
the same time realizing that «it is very difficult to determine where influence of another's will ends and the one of your own
begins». The scientist tried to prove from the historical point of view that violent identification was a rudiment. According
to him, at this approach one can belong to several cultural groups or to no one of them. In this context there are also
considered other adjacent questions:

1) correlation of nationality and refigion;

2) competence in language and cultural self-identification;

3) using this or that alphabet in writing as sign of self-identification;

4) patriotism,

5) Pan-Slavism.
